The hotel’s other signature lounge, the Blue Room, has been refreshed with an inviting colour palette of ginger and charcoal, and a texture palette of leathers, timber and fabric wall panelling.

And the g Hotel’s restaurant has been remodelled into an open-plan space, opening onto a new garden terrace and featuring a new cocktail bar.

The g Hotel is a wonderful base from which to explore the bohemian delights of Galway City and the gorgeous landscape beyond. 

With its music-filled pubs, an incredible food scene and a laid-back vibe, the city is the ideal place to spend a relaxing weekend. It’s also a hot spot for festivals with a number of top-class events taking place across the year including the Galway International Arts Festival and the Galway International Oyster and Seafood Festival.
