Live stream Irish music gigs to your living room 

Raise your #StayHome spirits with the music of ‘Courage’, a new series of performances live streaming from iconic Irish cultural locations.

Curated by the team who produce Other Voices, Ireland’s longest-running and highly rated music festival and TV series, the new Courage gigs began live streaming on 23 April from the famous Dublin venue Whelan’s.

The new Irish music project will deliver uplifting, inspiring performances from brilliant artists during the #StayHome period.

Acclaimed multi-award winning folk duo Ye Vagabonds had the honour of kicking off the series. 

A staple of the live music and session scene in Ireland and comprising brothers Brían and Diarmuid Mac Gloinn, Ye Vagabonds won the BBC Radio Two Folk Award for Best Traditional Track in 2019. They also swept the boards at the RTÉ Radio One Folk Awards where they won Best Traditional Track, Best Group, and Best Album.

Further performances in the Courage series will take place on Tuesday and Thursday nights and will be available worldwide on Facebook Live and YouTube. A catch up facility will also be available on the Irish national TV station’s RTÉ Player.

The performances have been designed to minimise travel, contact and proximity for artists and crew and will be filmed in strictly controlled locations, which include Whelan’s and more iconic venues to be announced.

Many places in Ireland have a venue that has become engrained in the musical heritage of the area, and for Dubliners that place is Whelan's.

Since 1989, the bar and entertainment complex has established itself as one of the best loved music venues in the world – even Ed Sheeran credits the place for getting him started in the music scene.

Anyone who has been there will tell you that the venue is steeped in musical history. The photos on the wall are testament to the talent, both Irish and overseas, that has stopped by to entertain the Dublin crowds.

As an integral part of Irish culture and society, music, the Other Voices organisers believe, collapses distance in this time of isolation, giving us courage, consolation and bringing people together.

There is nothing finer to tide music fans through the stay home period.
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
