The tour is unique in showcasing the songs, stories and music associated with Belfast and is an experience you will never forget as you sing along to home-grown traditional songs like ‘I’ll Tell Me Ma’.

For eco-friendly tours with local guides showing you the sights, some of which are only reachable by bike, head for Belfast City Bike Tours. Choose from six, fun and illuminating guided city tours.
