While visits are not currently possible, you can still discover the stories of Ireland’s whiskies on websites and through virtual tours.  

Jameson is the world’s best-selling Irish whiskey and you can take a virtual stroll through its visitor centre and view the elegant tasting room. Meanwhile at Teeling Whiskey you can hear about the innovative approach being taken by its owners and the role that Dublin played in the history of whiskey in Ireland. 

Or why not find out about the birth of Walsh Whiskey in beautiful County Carlow in Ireland’s Ancient East. It’s one of Ireland’s newest distilleries and makers of the popular Writers’ Tears and The Irishman brands. The Writers’ Tears range is named for Ireland’s great literary tradition, and includes the world’s first organic single pot still Irish whiskey.  

The world's oldest licensed whiskey distillery is Bushmills in County Antrim on Northern Ireland’s spectacular north coast. It has been operating since 1608 and here you can read the ups and downs of its fascinating 400-year story.

Whatever your favourite Irish whiskey tipple is, you’ll enjoy it even more by knowing the places, characters and passion that goes into making it.
