With over 450 different species of bird calling the island of Ireland home, you can hear the likes of the sweet song of a whimbrel along the salt marshes of North Bull Island, whistle along with the sombre-faced guillemots on Rathlin Island and experience the gentle hoot of the whooper swan at East Coast Wetlands and Nature Reserve in County Wicklow.

Or get up close and personal to the screeches of the birds of prey at Eagles Flying, Ireland’s largest raptor and owl sanctuary in County Sligo. Listening to the eagles, falcons, hawks, vultures and the owls as they land right next to you will give you a whole new appreciation for these majestic birds.

In the silence of the valleys of places like Glenveagh National Park in County Donegal, the gorgeous Glens of Antrim or even in the middle of Dublin’s Phoenix Park you can hear and see it all for yourself.
