Ireland’s public transport fares reduced by 20%

Travelling around Ireland on public transport is now truly cost effective after a substantial price reduction on fares.

Fares on Dublin Bus, the Luas tram system in Dublin, bus operator Go-Ahead Ireland and DART (Dublin Area Rapid Transit) rail services have been cut by a fifth for the remainder of 2022.

All Irish Rail intercity and commuter fares across the country have also dropped, while fares on Bus Éireann and Local Link services have also been reduced.

The overall price reduction is accompanied by targeted provisions for young travellers, with those aged 19 – 23 receiving a 50% reduction on fares on all subsidised public transport.

The move by the Irish government aims to encourage the eco-friendly use of public transportation systems and follows similar actions across Europe. It’s part of a plan for Ireland to reduce the cost of living and encourage sustainable transport. 

The fare cuts have been described as “unprecedented and quite radical”; it’s the first time public transports costs have been cut in Ireland for nearly 75 years.
