Irish hotels are top choice for travellers

Two other Irish hotels made the Readers’ Choice Awards list of top 50 hotels in the world. 

The Westbury, in Dublin, was listed 36th in the world and the number one hotel in Ireland. Its grand, bifurcated staircase, sophisticated 1930s style restaurant and Parisian style brasserie are just some of the highlights of this modern, five-star boutique hotel. Upstairs, the rooms and suites are light-filled and tranquil, with large bathtubs and decorated with Irish art. At number 49 on the top 50 in the world list and ranked as the number 2 hotel in Ireland is The Marker, another Dublin city centre hotel.
