The artists’ dazzling performances will be beamed to the world at 9.00pm via YouTube, Facebook and Twitter as Other Voices and Galway International Arts Festival collapse distance between homes around the world and the front row of the beautiful St Nicholas’ Church, which sits right in the middle of the medieval centre of Galway city.

With an inspiring evening of performances all free to enjoy online and half of the line-up calling Galway home, the organisers hope that the incredible musical offering will bring Irish and international fans together to celebrate the breadth of dazzling talent exploding from Ireland.

Despite being long time admirers of each other's work, this unique livestream marks the first time in their collective 64 years that the two legendary Irish festivals have collaborated together.
