At the other end of the island County Cork is a standout foodie destination. Grab a coffee a Bewley’s, a Dublin institution, or drop into the Honey Truffle or the Farmhouse Cafe, where delicious homemade food is the order of the day.

Along the Wild Atlantic Way, there are multiple opportunities to savour the finest Irish produce. A stay in the Europe Hotel & Resort, County Kerry, will reveal why it clinched Good Food Ireland’s Supreme Award of the Year, while Breaffy House Resort, County Mayo, and Michelin-starred Aniar in County Galway show how fresh local ingredients can be elevated to sublime heights.
