MoLI to become Dublin’s latest literary masterpiece

Tickets are now available online for an exciting new landmark cultural institution that celebrates Ireland’s world-renowned literary heritage. 

Set to open in Dublin on 21 September, the vibrant new Museum of Literature Ireland (MoLI) traces the country’s literary heritage from early storytelling traditions to modern-day contemporary writers.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Located in the beautiful Georgian Newman House on the famous St Stephen’s Green in the city, the museum will feature a series of dynamic and immersive exhibitions, with the various ticketing options including a 50-minute expert guided tour. 

MoLI draws inspiration from the work of Ireland’s most famous writer, James Joyce, and is named for his best-known female character, Molly Bloom.

Moving through the exhibitions, visitors will hear the sounds of Irish writing, see the work of James Joyce mapped onto the contemporary city through film and sculpture, and engage with some of the most exceptional items from the National Library’s collections.

These include a letter from Joyce to W B Yeats, Joyce’s handwritten Ulysses notebooks, and the famous Copy No. 1 of Ulysses, inscribed by Joyce to his patron Harriet Shaw Weaver. 

MoLI will also present literary and writing events, readings, performances, debate and discussion, as well as a national children’s programme. A new Joycean research library will be housed in the building.

Newman House is the original site of University College Dublin and was a place of learning for a myriad of Irish writers including James Joyce, Flann O’Brien, Maeve Binchy and Mary Lavin. 

The first in a programme of temporary exhibitions in the museum throughout the year will focus on Limerick-born writer and former Newman House student, Kate O’Brien.

MoLI also houses its own digital broadcasting studio, recording interviews, readings, discussions and events with writers, poets, artists, performers, educators and academics from Ireland and abroad  (radio.moli.ie).

A stunning courtyard café set in tranquil hidden gardens and a shop offering the best in Irish publishing and craft will complete the experience for visitors.  

MoLI will be open from 5pm–10pm on Ireland’s Culture Night (20 September). This celebration of arts, heritage and culture offers a huge programme of free late-night entertainment in venues and public spaces in towns and cities across the island. Entry to MoLI will also be free of charge.

As a UNESCO City of Literature Dublin has a wealth of literary attractions, tours and activities. These include the James Joyce Cultural Centre, the Dublin Writers Museum, the famous Bloomsday festival and ‘talking’ statues, which bring to life iconic writers such as James Joyce, Oscar Wilde and George Bernard Shaw.
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
